Neighborhood 
Complaints Rise 
Perhaps itÕs the heat of summer, but 
the complaint volume within our 
community has escalated over the 
last few months.  The neighborhood 
is being polarized and divided into 
ÒusÓ and ÒthemÓ.   

The ÒusÓ and ÒthemÓ change with 
each complaint but the common 
thread is lack of consideration.  Most 
people try to maintain 
Òneighborhood unityÓ and will not 
confront their neighbors.  That does 
not mean they are not bothered by 
others lack of consideration. 

We live in a shared community with 
limited recreation areas.  One 
neighborÕs activities should not 
negatively impact another 

neighborÕs ability to enjoy their 
homes.   

Are you a considerat e neighbor?  
Here are some common complaints: 

Noise – I tÕs our biggest complaint.  
What you may think is a reasonable 
about of noise gets magnified when 
it bounces around the buildings.  In 
most cases, it is not loud parties and 
music.  The major complaint is early 
morning car washing, contractors 
working before or after the 
authorized hours, indoor/outdoor 
vacuums and other appliances, pool 
noise, skateboarding in complex, 
etc.  Remember not everyone keeps 
the same schedule.  

Parking – there are st ill neighbors 
not following the parking rules.  Two 
cars must be parked in the garage.   

Real Estate Signs – Only 1-18x24 
sign is allowed in their window or on 
their patio.  On open house days, 
you can have 1 open house flag on 
your patio. This place can look like a 
circus very quickly with each realtor 
trying to outshine the other. 

Alleys are for cars not kids – Not 
only is it dangerous and really noisy, 
it is inconsiderate to your neighbors.  
People should not have to dodge 
kids and balls as they enter and exit 
their garages.  There are two parks 
within walking distance - keep 
children out of the alleys.   

Trash cans are not very 
attractive – Do not place your bins 
in the alley until the night before.  
Remember to take the bins in the 
night of the pickup.  

Pet Waste – Pick it up!  I tÕs 
unattractive, smells and draws flies. 

LetÕs try to go the extra mile and be 
considerate of each other.  �  
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Changes in Refuse 
Service 
Huntington Beach is one of the last 
cities in Orange County to adopt 
Automated Trash Collection.  New 
natural gas trucks will pick up the 
bins without workers leaving the 
truck.   

Representatives from Rainbow 
Disposal joined us in the library on 
July 25th to review the changes in 
our trash collection.  There is a lot 
of info on their website.  
Additionally, each resident should 
have received a special mailing the 
week of July 30th.   

New Bins – New trash bins will be 
delivered on Monday August 20th.  
Each resident will receive a 65 gal 
blue bin, for recycling, and a 65 gal 
brown bin, for trash.  There are 
other sizes available.  I f interested, 
contact Rainbow before they deliver. 

Why Two Bins?  The new 
collection system requires each 
homeowner to separate their trash.  
The blue bin is for recyclable 
materials.  Recyclable materials 
include more than bott les and cans.  
I t includes paper, junk mail, 
cardboard, etc.  The lid of the new 
bin lists these materials.  The brown 
bin is for non-recyclables like food 
/pet waste and plant debris 

Bin Location Ð Rainbow will place 
the bins in the exact spot/position to 
allow the automated arms to 
retrieve the bin.  Bins need to be 
about 1 foot apart, 2 feet away from 
the building and away for our 
balcony overhangs.  The electronic 
arm looks like a Òcandy-caneÓ and it 
needs room to swing over the bin 
and grab it by the ÒwaistÓ. 

Last Manual Service August 21st 
– This is the last time you can use 
your exist ing bins.  Rainbow will 

recycle the exist ing bins if you want.  
Just place a recycle sticker on the 
bin (provided in the mailer). 

New Pick-Up Day Ð Our service 
day has changed to Mondays 
beginning August 27th.  Note:  
There will be two trucks in the 
neighborhood Ð one for blue and 
one for brown.  The trucks may not 
pick up at the same t ime. 

10/4 Pick-Up Program – 
Rainbow has expanded their bulky 
item pick-up to four times a year /  
10 items per pick-up.  This is useful 
for large furniture, old appliances or 
that big party you are planning. 

Household Hazardous Waste Ð 
Rainbow will continue to collect 
hazardous waste like motor oil, 
batteries, solvents and pesticides.  
Drop these items off at Gate 6 on 
Nichols Street Tues Ð Sat.

Pool 
Refurbishment 
Update 
The pool update is schedule for the 
early Fall.  The following projects 
will be completed in the winter 
season between Oct 2007 and Mar 
2008.   

Pool Deck Ð Mountainstone Inc. 
has been awarded the contract to 
resurface the pool deck.  The new 
pool deck will be an acrylic polymer 
overlay product that is stained and 
textured to our specifications.  
Mountainstone has completed 
several homeownersÕ front patios 
with the pebble rocks and this 
acrylic surface.  

Pool Shower Ð The pool shower is 
also getting an overdue facelift .  
Stellar Construction, who has 

completed major kitchen and bath 
remodels for several homeowners, 
was awarded this contract.  The 
new shower will include a built-in 
seat, new faucets and fixtures, an 
exterior spray for foot rinsing and 
travertine t ile throughout. 

Painting – the pool cabana and all 
perimeter fences will be painted 
using the new color scheme 

Copper Gutters Ð the pool towers 
and bathroom building will be fitted 
for copper gutters.  In addit ion to 
replacing the exist ing gutters, we 
are adding them to the top of the 
tower.  We hope this will keep our 
freshly painted building nice and 
clean. 

Other Projects Ð we are also 
looking into replacing the water 
fountain, upgrading the potted 
plants in the pool area and add 
some lighting on the trellis above 
the jacuzzi.  

The pool heat will be turned off at 
the beginning of the work and will 
remain off until Spring.  The jacuzzi 
will be closed during some of the 
construction.  The entire area will be 
in ship-shape in the 2008 pool 
season.  �

The landscaping committee works 
closely with Douglas, our 
landscaping company.  Douglas has 
asked to share the following 
requests: 

Hose Patios Off Toward Drain:  
Douglas is constantly adjusting our 
sprinkler controllers to ensure every 
area has the proper amount of 
water.  This becomes an impossible 
job when individual homeowners are 
also ÒwateringÓ the plants when 
hosing off their patios.  Please direct 

the flow of water toward the drains 
when hosing off your patios.   

Dog Hair:  The landscapers have 
asked the homeowners not to hose 
their urine saturated dog hair into 
the common area.  They don't like 
to pick it up.  There are a couple 
areas in our complex that we could 
ÒbuildÓ a new dog with the excess 
hair. 

Give the Trees a Squirt:  The 
health of our trees and bushes will 
greatly improve it they can breathe 
through their leaves.  Next time you 
are watering your plants, give Ôum a 
squirt.�

Tips When 
Shutting Off Water 
We wanted to pass along some info 
to the homeowners.   

Take special care when shutting off 
the water to your home.  There are 
4 (yes 4!) water shutoff valves at 
the rear of your home.  The first is 
the main city valve under a concrete 
lid.  The next is a gate valve with a 
round handle.  The last 2 are ball 
valves with lever handles on each 
side of your anti-siphon device.   

Gate valves are highly susceptible to 
internal corrosion and then failure 
when used.  Homeowners have 
reported that this valve has failed 
the very first time they tried to shut 
off the water.  The replacement cost 
is several hundred dollars.  

Suggestion:  Do not touch the 
gate valve to shut off your water 
(itÕs in the open posit ion and will 
stay that way if left alone).  Use the 
very reliable ball valves or if the 
anti-siphon valve has to be 
replaced, use the main city shut off 
valve to turn off the water.   

Also, if you are having a plumber do 
some work for you; pass this 
information along. □
